Whenever possible, we have taken advantage of opportunities to evaluate reach and participation in the Campaign and National Safety Stand-Down. Based
on those efforts, we have developed the following reports and stories.

CPWR Analyses of OSHA Collected Stand-Down Participation Data - During each annual Safety Stand-Down OSHA offers
certificates of participation for companies that hold their own stand-downs. Several years of that data has been analyzed

confidentially and in aggregate by CPWR.

Hardhat Sticker Ordering Form Data - CPWR has been disseminating fall-related Hazard Alert Cards in the months leading up to the annual 5tand-Down
since 2014, as well as Stand-Down hardhat stickers since 2015. With the introduction of an online ordering form in 2017 and coordinated promotion with
OS5HA and NIOSH, we have seen increases in the number of orders each year. In 2019, we disseminated all 375,000 stickers we had printed, and even began

sending out the artwork for companies to print their own stickers.

11 Ways to Keep Your Fall Prevention

Program Alive All Year Long

The Stand-Down may be over, but the Campaign to Prevent Falls in Constructionis yearround! Here are some reasons
to conduct fall prevention activities throughout the year to reinforce safe practices:

< Jobsites are always changing and crews come and go —you may have many new workers presentwho were not
around when you participated in the Stand-Down in May.

< Evenif your crew did participate in the Stand-Down, it's easy to become complacent afterward. Scheduling
activities quarterly or even monthly can re-energize your crew and bring the focus back to the fact that falls
need tobe prevented.

“ Ifyour jobsite does experienceafall — even if nobody is injured — workers may feelupset, anxious, and worried
about their safety. Taking the time to perform anincident investigation and stopping work to re-focus on fall
protection policies and education can improve both safety and morale.

If your jobsite experiencesa fall, at a minimum, you should:

1. Determine the cause of the fall,

2. Inspectand remove faulty personal fall arrest systems or equipment, such as ladders or
scaffolds, that may have contributed to a fall from use,

3. Havean open conversation with workers about their concerns,

Conduct a refreshertraining on fall prevention, and

Communicate the importance of fall protection throughout the organization.
