Predictors of industries with increased COVID-19 risks
associated with return to work

Density/closeness of employees during work activities
Density/closeness of employees and customers during work
Number/duration of close interactions with people during work

Number/duration of close interactions with members of the public (i.e.
customers, clients, students)

Access to paid sick leave
Use of mass transit/carpooling (vs transit to work by themselves)

Employee housing situation: shared/group housing (vs individual housing)
